Gray Associates, Inc. offers a unique

self-service platform with comprehensive software, data, and processes to evaluate academic

programs while integrating scoring criteria aligned with university priorities. In addition, the

University will utilize the Gray Associate s Program Evaluation System (PES) software

application, which collects internal data that will be analyzed against the regional market. The

internal data collection also includes an on-campus workshop facilitated by Gray Associates,

inclusive of faculty and University leaders. The use of both external and internal data collection

will allow for a comprehensive market analysis to determine student demand and graduation
outcomes.
