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administrative reorganizations occur, but since other amendments are being made at this time it 
makes sense to change them to reflect current practice. 
 
Making election procedures consistent: Art IX, sec. 5:  This change defines the winner of 
Assembly elections as the candidate with the highest number of votes.  This makes the section 
consistent with Section 6 and aligns with past practice.  The change avoids any issues with the 
need for multiple balloting in Assembly elections.
