How
we pay for college, and who pays is the
most pressing problem to be resolved,
given that public colleges are only partially
financed by state taxes, with the majority
of funding coming from students and
parents.

Some ideas are innovative and make good
sense, such as shortening time to earn a
degree for students who can; extending the
academic year and critical course offerings;
reducing total credits needed for
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support, in service to the public good.
