New Jerseyans aren’t feeling confident about the state’s economy, according to a new
poll.

Three quarters of New Jersey residents rate the state’s economy as “fair” or “poor,”
according to a Stockton University poll released Monday. Just one percent think the
state economy is “excellent,” while 21 percent called it “good.” Two percent were
unsure.
