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Evert noted that Dr. Sullivan is leading a NOAA grant-funded project that started last year and 
used side-scan sonar to recover nearly 500 abandoned crab pots from the Mullica River-Great 
Bay Estuary. “We hope to pull 750 to 1,000 lost pots from the bay this year,” said Evert.  

“Stockton is attracting undergraduate students from across the nation because there are few 
places with such direct access to pristine estuaries,” Evert added.  

“I’ve seen many great success stories,” he said. “Stockton is able to provide students with 
networking, research experiences and internships to prepare them for the future. The field 
station is a hub to offer students those opportunities.”  
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
