Lori Vermeulen will be appointed 
provost and vice president for Aca-
demic Affairs. Vermeulen comes to 
Stockton from West Chester Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania where she 
served as dean of the College of Arts 
and Sciences for the past nine years.

Susan Davenport, who has per-
formed as interim provost and executive vice president, will continue to serve 
as executive vice president and, in addition, will assume the duties and respon-
sibilities as chief of staff. Davenport will continue her role as chief manage-
ment negotiator and Middle States liaison officer. She will oversee University 
Relations & Marketing and Development and Alumni Affairs, and will also be 
responsible for Institutional Policies and Procedures.  

Brian K. Jackson, current chief of staff, will serve as the new chief operating 
officer of Stockton’s Atlantic City Campus.  In this capacity, Jackson will be 
the University’s point person in Atlantic City as it establishes and launches the 
new campus.
